And now, brothers and sisters, we want you to know about the grace that God has
given the Macedonian churches. In the midst of a very severe trial, their overflowing joy
and their extreme poverty welled up in rich
generosity. 2 Corinthians 8:1-2
he ARC staff as well as nearly 90 people from the community have
been busy the last couple months getting ready for the ARC
CHRISTMAS FESTIVAL and the 2010 production of ‘The Carol.” While the message of The
Carol is timeless, each year we do the production it takes on a different twist.

This year we as a cast have been impressed with the idea of priorities and what is really im-
portant. The difference in Scrooge’s outlook on life and the lives of others is evident in the very
first scene. Scrooge is asked to give to a fund to help the poor. Although he was very rich, he
was also very stingy and refused to give anything at all. Cratchit, on the other hand, poor as he
was, gave what he had to a group of carolers in the street.

Although the story of the ‘Christmas Carol’ is fictitious and set in the 1800’s, the reality of
generosity is the same. It isn’t the people who have great wealth that are generous, but the peo-
ple who have great compassion.

That’s the message the Apostle Paul gives us regarding the churches in Macedonia. The
church at that time was in a deep financial struggle as well as undergoing severe persecution. In
the midst of their calamity they knew what was important. They learned that sometimes the
secret to being blessed by God was to give inspite of their calamity. This giving wasn’t a giving
Ebased on obligation but desire to see Kingdom work being done.

We at the ARC find ourselves in the midst of a major giving campaign designed to eliminate
our bank mortgages. The elimination of these mortgages isn’t for convenience, but so that we
can continue to do the Kingdom work we have been called to do.

At the writing of this newsletter we have collected $145,000.00 in gifts and pledges towards
our goal of $650,000.00. We are so that you, our ministry partners, have seen the vision to help
assure that the ARC continues to do Kingdom work as we have for over 30 years.
